Lawnwood School:
Anne has made contact with Lawnswood School and now has a provisional lesson timetable for the coming academic year.  Previously Leeds Sexpression SRE lessons were being delivered to some Year 11 pupils at Lawnswood School.  As our SRE lessons are targeted at a Year 9 audience, it was suggested that we might deliver SRE to the whole of their Year 9 as we do in the other two schools. However, this is not possible since currently Year 9 are timetabled to receive their PSE lessons during the university’s summer exam period and hence we would be lacking in volunteer educators.  As we are teaching the same lesson packs to year 11 pupils at Lawnwood School as we do with other schools Lawnwood have asked us if we can adapt the lessons to an older age group audience.  However it is unclear how far we can push it!

Training Sessions:
